More characters of the Mahābhārata
Balarama: Older brother of Sri Krishna, divine being who was expert with the mace.
Bharata: Son of Kaikeyi and King Dashratha, stepbrother of Rama.
Bhishma: Common grandsire who took care of the Pandavas, assigned to do so by the rishis when Yudhishthira became sixteen. He took care of bringing them up properly. He tried to make peace between the Kauravas and Pandavas but failed. He also was made commander of the Kaurava forces.

Dhritarashtra: Blind king, father of Duryodhana.

Draupadi: Daughter of King Drupada, King of Panchala. She married all the five Pandavas although Arjuna was the one who had won her in the Swayamvara, because of his vow that he would share everything with his brothers.
Drona: Son of a Brahmana, he learnt military art from Parasurama, the master. Later he tutored the Kaurava and Pandava princes in the use of arms.

Duhsasana: Duryodhana's brother who dragged Draupadi to the hall of assembly, pulling her by her hair.

Gandhari: Dhritarashtra's wife; mother of the Kauravas.

Krishna (aka Vyasa): Divine being, compiler of the Vedas.
Sakuni: Evil trickster, uncle of Duryodhana, who cheated at dice and so won everything from Yudhisthira. 
Salya: Madri’s brother, uncle of the Pandavas. He fought on the side of Duryodhana anyway because he had received hospitality from him.
Vaisampayana: Chief disciple of the sage Vyasa; helped transmit epic to the world.
Vidura: Wise steward who helped raise the royal sons.
Vikarna: A son of Dhritarashtra who stood up for Draupadi and declared that taking her was illegal, since Yudhishthira had lost himself and with that all his rights to stake others.
