Getting Ready for the Test
1) You may use your  book, my handouts, or notes you have taken in class. Don’t bring any outside materials, though.  Also, be aware that if you are spending all of your time shuffling through notes and your book, you won’t have much time to write (you only get 50 minutes, although people who come early may start early).  Know your stuff ahead of time.  Handouts are available on the website, http://web.ics.purdue.edu/~nkerns/worldlit/ - so if you were absent, go there to find any handouts you missed. Remember that we are not being tested on the Chinese historians.

2) There will be two sets of questions: short answer and longer essay.

a. The short answer will involve questions such as comparison/contrast, showing knowledge of terminology and literary concepts, brief discussion of contextualization, etc. I will give you five questions; you choose four to answer.

b. The longer essay questions will require more depth and will deal with analysis and support of the analysis. Questions will involve topics such as comparing different works to each other, defending an idea about a theme, explaining the importance of character motivations, etc.  You will be asked to bring in specific examples from the book and explain their relevance to your analysis.  While you do not have to give direct quotes and page numbers, I expect you to be specific enough to demonstrate careful reading and understanding.  I will give you four questions; you choose two to answer.

3) Grading is based on the following (out of 100):

a. Short Answer (worth 12 pts each). A good answer will:

i. Demonstrate knowledge of the term/concept.
ii. Include textual details.
iii. Be a paragraph or two (don’t go overboard).
b. Longer essay (worth 26 pts each). A good answer will:
i. Have a clear statement of argument .
ii. Have at  least two supports for that argument, explained logically.
iii. Have for each support textual examples whose relevance are explained.
c. There will also be two extra credit questions that have to do with information that goes beyond the handouts. They are worth 3 pts. each.
